Questions | Choose which questions the group wants to respond to! 

1.  Read Proverbs 25:28 and Philippians 1:6.  Is God at work rebuilding your 

character?  What needs to be rebuilt in your life? Have you had diversions, 

distractions, discouragement and opposition?  

2.  What has your focus right now?  Is it a great work?  Is it such a great work that 

you cannot come down from it? Do you find yourself allowing others to 

determine where your time energy and emotion gets spent? 

3.  What impact was the “unsealed letter” intended to have on the public? On 

the king? When you are about the great work that Jesus has called you to, 

people will say all sorts of stuff about you to discourage you and keep you from 

finishing. But what does Nehemiah say? From Nehemiah’s example, how will you 

handle slander?  

4.  How do you distinguish between what is God’s will and words of a misguided 

person?   

5.  Have you found that opposition can actually push you to even greater 

determination to finish?  Share a story about this from your life. 

6.  How is your confidence in God right now-   rock-solid? A little shaky?  Share a 

story about finishing something with the help of God.  Were the people around 

you amazed? How has God used you and your challenges to show His 

miraculous power?
